OUR STORY

King's Evangelical Divinity School is a testament
to the faithfulness of God over decades. From
small beginnings to worldwide growth, we are a
UK-based charity with a strong history of helping
Christians rise up to their calling.

Originating from a 1990 vision among evangelical
leaders in the Midlands, the Midlands Bible
Institute (MBI) was established, holding its first
class in October 1991. The initial aim was to
provide local Bible training. By the mid-1990s, with
more highly qualified tutors, MBI began offering a
nationally recognised Diploma in Religious
Studies.

Seeking more control over its curriculum, the
institution started developing its own degree
programs in 2002, leading to a partnership with a
university to validate a Certificate, Diploma, and
eventually a full BTh and an MA in Theology.

The success of its distance learning options
facilitated a global reach, attracting students
from across Europe, the US, Australia, and beyond.
This international expansion and a move from its
original location prompted a name change in
2009 to the King's Evangelical Divinity School
(KEDS).

After moving its degree validation to another
university in 2010, KEDS continued to expand its
offerings, including a Graduate Diploma and an
internally-validated program in Jewish-Christian
studies. With a new principal appointed in 2023,
KEDS remains committed to equipping Christians
worldwide for their calling.
